It is interesting to note that stem or pillar
table of the mid-18th century were nearly
always made with three splay legs (see
furniture catagory ...) and only later in the
century was the fashion of four splay legs
developed for breakfast tables and round
tables. Whilst aesthetically more pleasing,
a four-leg table will never be as stable on
uneven floor as three legs.
